Title I, Part A is a federally funded program under the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA).  The purpose of Title I under ESSA is 

to ensure that all children have a fair, equal, and significant opportunity to obtain a high-quality education and reach, at a 

minimum, proficiency on challenging state academic achievement standards and state academic assessments. 

The Title I Program offers a variety of supports which may include, but are not limited to, additional teachers, support staff, 

instructional materials and supplies, technology to support student learning, tutoring, professional development for school 

staff and capacity building events for families. 

Family engagement is an integral part of the ESSA law.  Districts and schools receiving Title I funding must:
